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BACCALAUREATE is what we will get to before this column ends. But here in the
midst of May, | hear about so many preparing to graduate from Grad Schools,
Colleges, High Schools, and yes, even pre-schools. | remember the Beach Boys
singing those nostalgic lyrics:

There's a time a for joy, A time for tears, A time we'll treasure through the
years, We'll remember always, Graduation day

Though we leave in sorrow, All the joys we've known, We can face tomorrow,
Knowing we'll never walk alone

When the ivy walks, Are far behind, No matter where our paths may wind,
We'll remember always, Graduation day

Arnold Van Gennep, anthropologist wrote in 1909 that a rite of passage had three
steps, 1) Separation from Society, 2) Inculcation-Transformation, and 3) Return to
Society with a new status. A rite of passage is a little different than a rite of
passage ritual. Those rituals tend to 1) dramatize new responsibilities,
opportunities and dangers, 2) readjust participants to these changes, and 3)
establish a solidarity and sacredness to common values. Each culture creates its
own rites of passage ceremony or acquires one from a past tradition. Graduation
ceremonies that we have today tend to find their origins back in the 12™ century
with scholastic monks in their ceremonial robes.

As a part of this graduation rite of passage there was a baccalaureate address, a
farewell address delivered to graduates in the form of a sermon. Legend states
that the baccalaureate address goes back to 1432 statute at Oxford that required
each bachelor (one to receive a degree — a male — completing studies and now
eligible for re-entrance into the real world — and marriage — hence the term “eligible
bachelor”) to deliver a sermon in Latin as part of the academic exercise. Because
the earliest universities in this country were founded primarily to educate ministers,
the British practice of baccalaureate continued. Today, if it is done at all, it tends to
be interfaith and celebrates the completion of an undergraduate academic career.

Traditionally commencement was when the students were handed their diplomas
and degrees. However, the baccalaureate was to be highlight of the academic year



and a time to formally recognize achievement by students who have earned
academic excellence. It is rooted in the perfection of Almighty God.

There are lots of things we could say about the origins of academic wear (like the
pulpit gowns Presbyterian clergy often wear), class rings, “sheepskin,”
valedictorians, tassel-tossing and Sir Edward Elgar’s “Pomp and Circumstance.” But
as a pastor, I am drawn to the baccalaureate address or sermon. You still find it
occurring quite a bit below the Mason-Dixon-line. However, much of our country,

in an effort to be pluralistically inclusive, have abandoned this part of the rite of
passage ceremony.

The baccalaureate address for my high school graduation at Grove City High School
was delivered by my father. | was not present for it but later had the opportunity
to read what he had to say. It was far more formative and profound than the
commencement address delivered by a laudable giant of industry. The
commencement address talked about working for the success of achievement
whereas the baccalaureate sermon challenged scholars to Divine purpose, service
to human kind, and values of integrity and hope rooted in the life of Jesus.

About five years ago | attended a baccalaureate service at one of our nation’s
universities. They had retained this tradition. But as students funneled a long line
into the gothic chapel, they heard readings from an array of religious texts. There
was something from the Bible and the Koran and readings from Confucius and
others. So as not to have a religious bias the university selected a radio entertainer
rather than a pastor type to deliver the baccalaureate sermon. His opening
remarks stunned the faculty and received the applause of the students. “Who
planned this service, really? All you really needed to read was something from the
Bible.” He also said,

"The man who speaks passionately about the pursuit of excellence is a man
who is deeply aware of his own mediocrity. A person who does not know
failure is a person with a poor sense of reality.”

His goal was to help scholars readjust to the culture to which they were now
returning. If we were to offer a baccalaureate message to all our graduates, we
would have to search hard to improve on “Love the Lord your God with all your
heart, mind, strength and soul and your neighbor as yourself,” or (Phil 4:8-9 NIV)
“Finally, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure,
whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable--if anything is excellent or praiseworthy--
think about such things. Whatever you have learned or received or heard - - put it
into practice. And the God of peace will be with you.”

Everything we do is an open invitation
to guests and members to be present, participate,
and partake of God’s gifts. From the moment
somebody learns of usviaa personal invitation,
aspecial mailing to new residents, a newspaper
blurb, web search, or wandering past our
building, we open ourselves to guests. Our
Steering Committee worked tirelessly for two
years (can you believe the fire was May 20,
20047) to restore and improve the welcoming
gualities of our church home and now our
Trustees have marvelously resumed the day to
day responsibilities for maintenance and
modification. Our Session has made improving
the welcoming of guests one of the top priorities
for usin 2006 and several pockets of activity
jointly endeavor to do 0. Our Deacons play a
pivotal role in the greeting of guests on Sunday
morning, the follow-up contact to prospective
inquirersin their zones, the organizing of
fellowship events open to members and guests,
the presentation of memorial receptions on
behalf of members, non-members and their
guests, and the ongoing interaction with their
Zones.

| did not mention any individuals above. Why?
The many ways each of us makesthis
congregation welcoming are as different as each
of our fingerprints.
