Prayerfully Pondering Being in Between...

My sister is 6 years older than | am and my broiber
5 years younger than | am: | know what it is td'ine
between”. As | write this, Pittsford and the rekt
North America are in between summer and back to
school time. As you will see from this densely
packedNewsbrief the beginning of the academic
year brings about a renewal of many wonderful
worship, mission, fellowship, and educational
programs in the life of our congregation.

It seems as if Christians throughout history arigequ
familiar with living in between times. Much of the
New Testament and what have come to be known as
apocalyptic (Greek for revelation) texts were veritt
during “in between times”. Scholars call this pelri

of prolific writing the Intertestamental Period (5
BCE - 100 CE) and note that it was marked by both
tremendous uncertainty and resultant high anxiety.
People at the time, Jews and Gentiles alike, did no
know what would happen next politically,
economically or socially.

Even before Christ came, apocalyptic texts like
Daniel were written to give people hope and to
encourage them to persevere in the face of
uncertainty, fear and potential persecution. Once
Christ had demonstrated with his life, death and
resurrection that faith could help us see the Kamgd
of God right here and now, people still neededeo b
reminded of reasons to daily keep from despaird An
so New Testament apocalyptic texts like Galatians
and Revelation encouraged believers to press on
towards the goal of having Christ live on in theehe
and now.

We all find ourselves “in between” times at diffiete
times in our lives. We are waiting for the next
vacation, the next job, the next house, the next
recreational event, the next mission opportunitg, t
next political administration, the next merger or
layoff announcement, the next family milestone like
a wedding or a graduation, or the next growth
experience. The Mitchell household is waiting for
the next thing: Wilson’s arrival sometime before we
return to two services on Sunday, SeptemBer 9

Normally, | am not a particularly patient persont b
admit to actually enjoying this in between timd as
anticipate Wilson's arrival. | am relishing thewster
programming pace of summer that has permitted us
to visit family and | am cherishing these last few
weeks of one-on-one mommy time with Rachel. |
have also had the joy of joining Harry Potter fans
around the world in reading the culminating
installment in the seven-book series. What a telig
it is to see people lining up for a book releaged

what an inspiration it is to see literature oncaiag
successfully transcend generations and remind us
how we all love a good story.

Without spoiling the ending for those of you who
have not yet finished Harry’s last adventure, Lass
you that this book reaffirms the apocalyptic messag
of the Intertestamental Period: have hope, persever
and live life embracing love and friendship to the
fullest! This apocalyptic message, normally best
heard during in between times, is neither a Poligan
view of the world, nor a panacea for life’s
unexplained tragedies. It does not minimize the
suffering we all endure at one time or anotherisidtr
meant to magically protect us from any future pain.
It does, however, give us inspiration to press ah w
confidence knowing our Lord and Savior graciously
sees each of us as a “new creation” and we can each
individually and collectively usher in the Kingdawh
Heaven right here and now.

Kingdom of Heaven? Here? Now? How? How
about with the expansion of worship and the renewal
of friendships as two worship services and Sunday
School recommence September 9? How about
making a difference in the lives of some of our
mission recipients at our first annual all churafeO
Great Day of Mission on Saturday, September 15?
How about with the renewal of our minds as we walk
through the Old Testament in a day Saturday,
September 22? How about with the kickoff of Logos
on September 19? How about with the return of
MOPS on Wednesday, September 19?7 These and
other Kingdom opportunities are waiting for each of
us in these in between times. May we each findehe
and other opportunities revealing the joy of hope a
we persevere in faith.
